Fairlawn ELC School-Wide Reward System
Drafi

Goal: To reward students with a tangible item that will reinforce appropriate behaviors in the
following areas:

-lunch room -multipurpose room
-playground -bathroom
-hallways -bus lines
-classrooms

Procedures:

1. Star Bears

The faculty and staff will obtain a “star bear” located in the teacher’s room each
morning. The bears will be used to reward appropriate behaviors in any area. When the
child receives a “star bear” the bear will be brought to class and a tally mark will be placed
on the tally bear chart.

2. Tally Bear Charts
A tally chart will be posted in each classroom with a dry erase marker. The
student will add a tally to the chart and then return the “star bear” to the office.

3. Star Sticker
When the bear is returned to the office, the child will receive a star sticker to wear
for the day.

4. Reward Menu

Each class will determine the reward they are working toward. The reward will be
selected from a menu developed by the PBIS team.

The reward will be written on the tally bear chart to remind the students of their
goal. The number of tallies required to receive a reward will be determined by the PBIS
team and indicated on the reward menu.

5. Reward
It will be the responsibility of the PBIS team to deliver the reward to each class.

Bus Line Reward System
Procedure:

1. A tally bear chart will be posted in the main hall for each bus.

2. The faculty member responsible for main hall supervision will select a bus line (or lines)
that follow the expected behaviors and reward the bus line with a “star bear.”



* 3. A tally mark will be placed on the posted bus line tally chart.
4. Each bus line will select a reward from the bus line reward menu. -

5. It will be the responsibility of the principal to deliver the reward to the appropriate
group of children from the rewarded bus line.

Suggestions for Reward Menu
General Classroom Rewards:

-Extra library visit

-Additional recess time (early morning, at noon, or before the end of the day)
-Playtime: games, puzzles, blocks

-Painting in the multipurpose room. (Mondays)

-Movie in the multipurpose room.

-Classroom book bin stocked with books based on student interest.
-Obstacle course

Bus Line Rewards:

-Lunch time with the principal
-End of day recess- before boarding bus

Suggestions for Teacher and Teacher Assistant Rewards:
Teachers and assistants will be rewarded for their participation in the school-wide reward
system and office data tracking system. Rewards will be determined by the principal and PBIS

team.

Reward Suggestions:

-Duty coverage pass

-Leave before buses pass

-Extra prep period

-Principal lunch/breakfast (monthly reward)

-Classroom cleaning- supervised by principal

-Flowers, chocolates and 30 minutes of “alone time.” (in principal’s office)
-Starbuck’s coffee treat
